Guidelines for Case writing
Authors and professional executives are invited to submit case studies for publication in TQ IJTM. At the outset, it must be remembered that a case study is based on the real life experience of dealing with the issues and problems emerging from a live situation /event in a corporate /public enterprise in functional areas of business and management leading to decision making in a rationalized beneficial manner to the organization and its stakeholders. Further, it may be noted that the case studies published in TQ IJTM would have the following features: 
· Based on live business /operational statistics /economic data in a typical organizational situation/events in a period of time,
· Simple and mostly hypothetical-real life names of organizations and persons could be disguised to maintain confidentiality and privacy,
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Indicative and devoid of rigorous analysis- the readers /academicians and the students would be encouraged to think in an  open and rationalized manner,based on the knowledge and practices in the various functional areas of business and management. 
· Finally the case studies would serve as a signal post guiding the learner and the academicians alike to deal with, analyze and decide in a professional and constructive way in the real life events in future.
